Proposals will be assessed based on the following criteria (in order of importance):

Proposed projects should have an impact on student learning or experience in the teaching practice of the applicant. The impact should be evident from the educational and/or subject-specific pedagogical literature/theory used to underpin the analysis of teaching activities.
Indirectly the project should contribute to the professional development of the teachers involved in the project.
2. The feasibility of the proposed initiative:
Proposed project should be small-scaled, classroom based and doable within the proposed time frame.
3. The scholarly character:
Projects should be conducted systematically, research informed (underpinned with literature), and ethically and methodologically sound (clear description of the research methods). 
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
